2007 Legislative Actions Included: 

· Supported Infrastructure Funding:  Successfully lobbied to eliminate the $100 million raid on the Transportation Trust Fund, which would have resulted in over an $800 million dent in the FDOT’s five year work plan.  

· Opposed the Fabre Fix on Apportionment of Damages: Opposed bills that would have allowed trial lawyers to target deep pockets, instead of current law that requires all possible defendants to be brought in to accurately determine fault. 

· Defense of the Consultant’s Competitive Negotiation Act (CCNA): Successfully removed language from a bill that would have allowed firms that are under a continuing contract to bid against each other. 

· Defense of Chapter 471: Successfully removed language from of a bill that would have allowed a great many types of business organizations to do engineering on complex structures without licensing.
