Countdown Round


Participants in the Countdown Round are the top ten scorers (official participants, NO ALTERNATES ALLOWED) from the Sprint and Target rounds. The purpose of the Countdown Round is to determine the final order of finish of the top ten individuals. It is normally conducted as the final round in the competition, so that enough time is allotted to score tests. FES will provide Countdown Round questions (furnished by National) in a PowerPoint program. They will send approximately 80 questions. Chapters must remember to secure a computer and projector for use in the Countdown Round. Refer to the MATHCOUNTS Coordinator Resource Manual for specific rules and procedures on the Countdown Round.


Florida MATHCOUNTS has instituted a change (which has been formally approved by MATHCOUNTS National) to the way the top ten competitors are called down for the Countdown Round.  This change has been made to maintain a sense of excitement and to keep students from leaving when they find out that they did not finish in the top ten.  The new method means that there will only be three students at the front of the auditorium at a time: the two students competing and the on-deck student who is the next to compete.  For example, students #10 and #9 will be competing while student #8 sits off to the side in the on-deck chair.  When it is time for student #8 to compete, then student #7 will be called down to be on-deck.  Please note the final order of finish of the students and, if possible, provide them to the scoring room so the final computer rankings can be updated.

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Distribution of Scoring Room Results


Scoring room volunteers have the challenging task of quickly, and accurately, grading the tests and finalizing the results.  Over the years, there has been some confusion about what information should be provided and when.  The following information also provides a uniform message to use in response to questions from coaches and others regarding the availability of scores.  


Minimum Distribution at the End of the Competition


The Head Scorer will strive to submit the following at the end of the competition:


1.
The test results (the scoring tally sheets, also referred to as “carbonless forms”) should be given to the Coaches for their team and individual competitors.  This is confidential information and is not for public distribution. Carbonless forms should not be distributed if the 1’s and 0’s have not been entered.


2.
Furnish to each Coach a copy of the computer-generated top 25% of individuals and top 40% of schools, BOTH WITHOUT SCORES.  This information shall be provided at the end of the competition. This list can also be furnished to any interested party.  To accurately show final rankings, it is recommended the scoring team input the “1's and 0's” into the computer before printout, but this certainly takes a lot more time.


By submitting this information to the Coaches right away, they and their students receive immediate feedback on how they did relative to the other students (and teams).  Since most of the students do not compete in the Countdown Round or go on to the State or National competitions, this may be the only specific measuring stick they have.  


Recommended Distribution at the End of the Competition


The Head Scorer can go beyond the minimum information above by submitting the following additional scoring results to each Coach at the end of the competition:


1.
Top 25% of individuals and top 40% of teams, BOTH WITHOUT SCORES, based on all tiebreakers solved by the computer.  This does require the input of all question results on the tests as correct (a “1") or incorrect (a “0") into the computer.  This summary information may be furnished to any interested party.


2.
Detailed report for each team (or student if the student is not on a team).  This includes actual scores of each student, the team, and final standing for each student and the team. This information is confidential to the team or the individual student if not on a team.


3.
Statistical information such as mean, median and standard deviation for the scoring results and for the correct number of answers for each question.  Also, the computer software may have other printouts that may benefit the Coaches.  As long as the identity of the team or individual students is not listed, this information may be furnished to any interested party.


Uniform Message:


The following general response is provided for volunteers and FES staff to use when coaches and others inquire about the availability of scoring results, assuming that all the scoring work cannot be completed and results distributed on the day of the competition.


“At the end of the competition, we plan to provide each coach with confidential results for their team and individual competitors.  For general distribution, we also plan to provide a computer-generated list of the top 25% of individuals and the top 40% of schools, without scores and without tiebreakers determined. 


Within ___ days of the competition, we will mail each coach the actual scores of each student, the team, and final standing for each student and the team, with all ties broken.  We will also include statistical information such as mean, median and standard deviation for the scoring results and for the correct number of answers for each question.”


Bottom Line:  Quicker Information = Happier Coaches (and less information for you to mail to the schools later).
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Chapter Awards


Make a formal presentation of trophies and prizes at the end of the competition. It must be prepared carefully and conducted with dignity. A smoothly organized presentation before an audience increases the pride your students will have in their accomplishments. 


The first qualification for the emcee of the awards presentation is that he/she be a good public speaker. This could be your chapter president, a sponsor, MATHCOUNTS chair, or any other chapter member who may fit this description. 


Set the trophies and prizes on a table in the order they will be awarded. The students should be instructed how to come forward for their trophies. For example, announce that students should enter the stage at the left and remain on stage while other trophies are awarded. 


One possible method for awarding trophies involves three people: 


· The emcee that announces the recipients. 


· A second individual who stands by the awards table and hands the appropriate prizes and trophies to the presenter. 


· A third individual is the presenter and actually awards the trophies. This person should probably be the MATHCOUNTS chair, chapter officer, or an honored guest. 


Have a designated person take photos of the students receiving their awards.  This can be used for publicity purposes (with the appropriate release forms signed) or chapters may want to send the photos to the coaches.


RECOMMENDATION:  Set up a table to the side of the stage and direct all students and coaches advancing to the State competition to go to the table immediately after receiving the award to fill out the required paperwork.


If your Chapter provides a most-improved school award, make sure you have a copy of last years' scores to allow the Head Scorer to determine which school is the most-improved.  Also, if a best new school award is presented, have a listing of schools that have participated over the past few years to be able to determine which schools are actually new.  It is up to the chapter to determine how many years of absence now allows a school to be considered new.  Some chapters consider a one-year absence to make a school eligible for the best new school award.   


Chapter Awards Chart


The number of chapter awards issued changed in 2010.  Each chapter will be provided enough awards to ensure the 10 individuals receive an award (trophy or medal). The number of awards provided will be based on previous history.  All chapters will receive, at a minimum, sets of trophies for the top 2 teams.  After 2 sets of team trophies, the number of trophies received will be based on the number of teams you send to the State Competition.  You will be provided medals for individuals that place 5th thru 10th.

Protest Form


If you disagree with the official answer for any problem in the Sprint, Target, or Team Rounds, you have the right to protest the answer. The following stipulations apply:


1. The protest must be submitted in writing on this form to the Master of Ceremonies in the testing room or to the volunteer in the coaches room; that person will see that the protest is passed on to the Protest Committee immediately.


2. The protest must be submitted within thirty minutes of the completion of each round. Ciphering and Countdown questions cannot be protested. (If you submit the protest late, it will not be considered for the current competition but may be submitted to National Headquarters for consideration with respect to later Chapter or State Competitions.)


3. You have the right to see the question and to be informed of the official answer in order to complete the protest. But neither testing sheets nor answer sheets are to be removed from the viewing room.


4. The ruling of the Protest Committee is final and cannot be appealed. Therefore, it is in your best interest to state your answer with a clear, full, detailed explanation why that answer is appropriate. This is your only shot at a protest. Explain your position fully now; the Protest Committee will not accept any “But did you consider?” questions after a denial of the protest. You are not permitted to be present during the deliberations of the Protest Committee. The Protest Committee may, at its own discretion, ask you for further clarification.


5. You will be informed orally regarding the final ruling. This sheet will be retained by MATHCOUNTS.

· If a chapter has 20 or more teams participate in the chapter competition, they can send one additional team (3 total teams).


· If a chapter has 30 or more teams participate in the chapter competition, they can send one additional team (4 total teams).


· If a chapter has 40 or more teams participate in the chapter competition, they can send one additional team (5 total teams). 


· Similarly, six schools advance for at least 50 teams participating, seven schools for 60, and so on.


Each team designates one team alternate at the time of the local competition. 


Each chapter advances, at a minimum, the top four (4) Mathletes from the Countdown Round to the State competition.  (Chapter shall advance the top two individuals from the final top 10 list of Mathletes that are not official members of an advancing team).  

Substitutions:  For schools advancing to the State Competition, team members may only be substituted (by the team alternate) when they cannot attend the competition and their parents sign the release form.  Coaches may not arbitrarily replace a team member with the hope that the team will be more competitive at State.  (A parental release form must be signed; please see section 2.0 Official Release Form.)
